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THE SIGNIFICATION OF THE SYMBOLS 
 

Dai Ko Myo Symbol 

DAI – Great or big KO – Smooth or glossy    MYO – Bright Light 
 

 Represents inner knowledge, truth and enlightenment 
 Symbol of Master Usui and Mastery 
 Helps connect with the energy of universal healing 
 Helps to connect with the heart chakra of the person receiving Reiki 
 Connects and activates the spiritual energy body 
 Helps remove negative energy 
 Can be used to charge crystals 

 

Violet Flame and Tibetan Dai Ko Myo  
 

 Harmonise the 6 Symbol Protocol to the central meridian  
 Activates by changing colors from white – to blue – to violet 
 Favors the use of Power Breath to activate 
 Use of this symbol may stimulate the Hara Line and thymus, which boosts the immune system 
 Activates the connection to the Reiki Masters and the start of connecting with Ascended 

Masters  

 

Fire Serpent Symbol 

 

 Is done by drawing the outline of each chakra to awaken the connection 
 Actives the Reiki energy from the root to the crown, passing through the midline of the body 
 Is useful to conclude and harmonize a person’s energy at the end of a treatment 
 Does awaken the Kundalini energy – honor and use with insight and caution
